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Printing a Whole Act from Brookers Online

1. Go to www.brookersonline.co.nz 
2. From the Databases list click on > NZ Law Partner Legislation and Cases > Statutes of New Zealand 

> A > Acts and Regulations Publication Act 1989.  
3. Put a tick in the box beside the Act’s folder. All the sections, Parts and Amendment Acts below are

4. At the top of screen, click on My Selections. Check that the sections, Parts, etc are all still ticked. 

“Un-tick” any additional information you don’t want printed, eg Commentary. (To do this 
globally, click once on Commentary in the Right Sidebar).
